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Deborah is 45 years old and is a widow.  She has 1 child from a relationship before she married, and so the child lives with his father, however she looks after her 1 grandchild at home.  She lives in the Emqedandaba district of Amangwe, and has been beading at the project since 2005.  She often makes double daisy chokers/bracelets and single strand necklaces.  Deborah is also the projects translater and is vital in getting the correct information across to the beaders about the specific orders required at each bead market.  

She currently uses the beading money to pay for food and her child’s pre-school fees.  However she is keen to have more work as she has no one to support her.  Deborah has a hearing problem and has to buy hearing aids regularly, therefore she would put the money towards this and towards building a new home.
